A 
church is being established there. Also our Whitefield church has started a rural 
work and this is also a church. This year we shall expand to 15 churches and 
out-reach to 50 villages. A very special work has started in the Almatti sector, 
with the devdasi community. These are former temple prostitutes and their 
children who are unaware of their fathers. About 25 of them have turned to 
Jesus Christ in one village. We are ministering here and this special ministry 
needs caution and care. 
 
We have started our school of “Mission Training” with a one-day training 
programme every month. Later this will be extended to two days every month. 
All the other work is moving as planned and we are reaching out in-spite of 
opposition. I shall be sending a newsletter by mail to your postal addresses.
